This Policy is a contract of insurance between You and Us which is subject to the receipt of the premium in full and the terms, conditions and
exclusions of this Policy. This Policy has been issued on the basis of the Disclosure of Information Norm, including the information and declarations
provided by you in respect of all Insured.

Only those persons between Ages 18 years to 65 years and who are named as Insured in the Schedule will be able to avail the benefits under the
Policy, subject to the terms, conditions and exclusions of the Policy.

A.

DEFINITIONS

The following words or terms shall have the meaning ascribed to them wherever they appear in this Policy, and references to the singular or to the
masculine shall include references to the plural and to the female wherever the context so permits:

1. Accident/Accidental means a sudden, unforeseen and involuntary event caused by external, visible and violent means.

2. Bank Rate means Bank rate fixed by the Reserve Bank of India (RBI) at the beginning of the financial year in which claim has fallen due.

3. Beneficiary in case of Death of the Insured Person, the Beneficiary means, unless stipulated otherwise by the Insured Person, the surviving
spouse or immediate blood relative of the Insured Person, mentally capable and not divorced, followed by the children recognized or adopted
followed by the Insured Person’s legal heirs. For all other benefits, the Beneficiary means the Insured Person himself unless stipulated
otherwise.

4. Break in policy means the period of gap that occurs at the end of the existing policy term, when the premium due for renewal on a given
policy is not paid on or before the premium renewal date or within 30 days thereof.

5. Civil War means armed opposition, whether declared or not, between two or more parties belonging to the same country where the opposing
parties are of different ethnic, religious or ideological groups. Included in the definition: armed rebellion, revolution, sedition, insurrection, Coup
d’état, and the consequences of Martial law

6. Condition Precedent means a policy term or condition upon which Our liability under the Policy is conditional upon.

7. Congenital Anomaly means a condition(s) which is present since birth, and which is abnormal with reference to form, structure or position
a. Internal Congenital Anomaly- Congenital anomaly which is not in the visible and accessible parts of the body.

b. External Congenital Anomaly- Congenital anomaly which is in the visible and accessible parts of the body.

8. Critical illness means any of the following mentioned diseases— Cancer of Specified Severity, First Heart Attack of Specified Severity, Open
Chest CABG, Open Heart Valve Replacement or Repair of Heart Valves, Kidney failure requiring regular dialysis, Stroke Resulting in
Permanent Symptoms, Major Organ/ Bone Marrow Transplant, Permanent Paralysis of Limbs, Multiple Sclerosis with Persisting Symptoms,
Benign Brain Tumor, Parkinson’s Disease, Coma, End Stage Liver Disease, Alzheimer's Disease, Surgery of Aorta, Major Burns, Deafness
and Loss of Speech.

9. Disclosure of Information Norm: The Policy shall be void and all premiums paid hereon shall be forfeited to the Company, in the event of
misrepresentation, mis-description or non-disclosure of any material fact.

10. EMI or EMI Amount means and includes the amount of monthly payment required to repay the principal amount of Loan and Interest by the
Insured as set forth in the amortization chart referred to in the loan agreement (or any amendments thereto) between the Bank/Financial
Institution and the Insured prior to the date of occurrence of the Insured Event under this Policy. For the purpose of avoidance of doubt, it is
clarified that any monthly payments that are overdue and unpaid by the Insured prior to the occurrence of the Insured Event will not be
considered for the purpose of this Policy and shall be deemed as paid by the Insured.

EMI refers to the EMI or Pre EMI on the loan or the Sum Insured, whichever is lower, on the date of the Insured Event.

11. Financial Institution shall have the same meaning assigned to the term under section 45 | of the Reserve Bank of India Act, 1934 and shall
include a Non-Banking Financial Company as defined under section 45 | of the Reserve Bank of India Act, 1934

12. Foreign War means armed opposition, whether declared or not between two countries

13. Grace Period means the specified period of time immediately following the premium due date during which a payment can be made to renew
or continue a Policy in force without loss of continuity benefits such as waiting periods and coverage of pre-existing diseases. Coverage is not
available for the period for which no premium is received

14. Hospital/Nursing Home means any institution established for in-patient care and day care treatment of illness and/ or injuries and which has
been registered as a hospital with the local authorities in the respective countries and in case of India it means any institution registered as a
hospital with the local authorities under Clinical Establishments (Registration and Regulation) Act, 2010 or under enactments specified under
the Schedule of Section 56(1) of the said Act OR complies with all minimum criteria as under:

a. has qualified nursing staff under its employment round the clock;

b. has at least 10 in-patient beds in towns having a population of less than 10,00,000 and at least 15 inpatient beds in all other places;
c. has qualified medical practitioner(s) in charge round the clock;

d. has a fully equipped operation theatre of its own where surgical procedures are carried out;

e. maintains daily records of patients and will make these accessible to the insurance company’s authorized personnel.

15. Hospitalisation or Hospitalized means admission in a Hospital for a minimum period of 24 consecutive ‘In-patient Care’ hours except for
specified procedures/ treatments, where such admission could be for a period of less than 24 consecutive hours.

16. Injury means accidental physical bodily harm excluding illness or disease solely and directly caused by external, violent, visible and evident
means which is verified and certified by a Medical Practitioner.

lllness means a sickness or a disease or pathological condition leading to impairment of normal physiological function and requires medical

treatment.

a. Acute Condition means a disease, illness or injury that is likely to respond quickly to treatment which aims to return the person to his or
her state of health immediately before suffering the disease/ illness/ injury which leads to full recovery.

b.  Chronic Condition means a disease, illness, or injury that has one or more of the following characteristics:

) it needs ongoing or long-term monitoring through consultations, examinations, check-ups, and/ or tests

i it needs ongoing or long-term control or relief of symptoms

) it requires rehabilitation for the patient or for the patient to be specially trained to cope with it
iv) it continues indefinitely
v) itrecur oris likely to recur

Insured means the person(s) named as insured in the Schedule who are covered under this Policy, for whom the Insurance is proposed and
the appropriate premium has been received and are referred to as “You”/”Your’/”Yours”/”Yourself”. For the purpose of avoidance of doubt it is
clarified that the heirs, executors, administrators, successors or legal representatives of the Insured may present a claim on behalf of the
Insured to the Company

Insured Event means any event specifically mentioned as covered under this Policy

Intensive Care Unit (ICU) means an identified section, ward or wing of a hospital which is under the constant supervision of a dedicated
medical practitioner(s), and which is specially equipped for the continuous monitoring and treatment of patients who are in a critical condition,
or require life support facilities and where the level of care and supervision is considerably more sophisticated and intensive than in the
ordinary and other wards.

21. Inpatient Care means treatment for which the insured person has to stay in a hospital for more than 24 hours for a covered event.

22. Injury means accidental physical bodily harm excluding illness or disease solely and directly caused by external, violent and visible and
evident means which is verified and certified by a Medical Practitioner

23. Loan means the sum of money lent at interest or otherwise to the Insured by any Bank/Financial Institution as identified by the Loan Account
Number referred to in the Schedule of this Policy

24. Maternity expense shall include
a. medical treatment expenses traceable to childbirth (including complicated deliveries and caesarean sections incurred during

Hospitalisation)
b. expenses towards lawful medical termination of pregnancy during the Policy period

25. Loss of Job means any job loss of Insured Person due to diagnosis of any of the covered Critical llinesses OR Permanent Total Disability
occurring due to an accident during the policy period with benefit amount equivalent up to maximum of three (3) equated monthly instalments
(EMIs) payable corresponding to the loan insured. The pay-out for this benefit is as fixed at the outset and shall not be affected by any midterm
change in EMI / interest.

26. Medical Advice means any consultation or advice from a Medical Practitioner including the issuance of any prescription or follow-up
prescription.

27. Medical Expenses means those expenses that an Insured Person has necessarily and actually incurred for medical treatment on account of
lliness or Accident on the advice of a Medical Practitioner, as long as these are no more than would have been payable if the Insured Person
had not been insured and no more than other hospitals or doctors in the same locality would have charged for the same medical treatment.

28. Medical Practitioner means a person who holds a valid registration from the Medical Council of any State or Medical Council of India or
Council for Indian Medicine or for Homeopathy set up by the Government of India or a State Government and is thereby entitled to practice
medicine within its jurisdiction; and is acting within the scope and jurisdiction of his/her license. The registered practitioner should not be the
Insured or his/her close family members.

29. Medically necessary treatment means any treatment, tests, medication, or stay in hospital or part of a stay in hospital which
a. isrequired for the medical management of the iliness or injury suffered by the Insured;

b.  must not exceed the level of care necessary to provide safe, adequate and appropriate medical care in scope, duration, or intensity;
c. must have been prescribed by a Medical Practitioner,
d. must conform to the professional standards widely accepted in international medical practice or by the medical community in India.

30. Nominee means the person(s) nominated by the Insured to receive the insurance benefits under this Policy payable on the death of the
Insured. For the purpose of avoidance of doubt it is clarified that if the Insured is a minor, his guardian shall appoint the Nominee

31. Notification of Claim means the process of intimating a claim to the insurer or TPA through any of the recognized modes of communication.

32. Permanent Total Disablement means disablement, as the result of a Bodily Injury, which:

a. continues for a period of twelve (12) consecutive months, and

b. is confirmed as total, continuous and permanent by a Medical Practitioner after the twelve (12) consecutive months, and

c. entirely prevents an Insured Person from engaging in or giving attention to gainful occupation of any and every kind for the remainder of
his/her life.

33. Physical Separation means as regards the hand actual separation at or above the wrists, and as regards the foot means actual separation at
or above the ankle.

34. Proposal form means a form to be filled in by the prospect in written or electronic or any other format as approved by the Authority, for
furnishing all material information as required by the insurer in respect of a risk, in order to enable the insurer to take informed decision in the
context of underwriting the risk, and in the event of acceptance of the risk, to determine the rates, advantages, terms and conditions of the
cover to be granted.

35. Policy means the complete documents consisting of the Proposal, Policy wording, Schedule and Endorsements and attachments if any.

Policy Period means the date between the commencement date specified in the Policy Schedule and, in respect of any Insured, the earlier
of (a) the expiry date specified in the Policy Schedule and (b) the occurrence of an event of Critical lliness.

Policyholder means the entity or person named as such in the Schedule.

Portability means the right accorded to an individual health insurance policyholder (including family cover), to transfer the credit gained for
pre-existing conditions and time-bound exclusions, from one insurer to another or from one plan to another plan of the same insurer

Pre-existing Disease means any condition, ailment or injury or related condition(s) for which there were signs or symptoms, and/ or were
diagnosed, and/ or for which medical advice/ treatment was received within 48 months prior to the first policy issued by the insurer and
renewed continuously thereafter.

Principal Outstanding means the principal amount of the Loan outstanding as on the date of occurrence of Insured Event less the portion of
principal component included in the EMIs payable but not paid from the date of the loan agreement till the date of the Insured Event/s. For the
purpose of avoidance of doubt, it is clarified that any EMIs that are overdue and unpaid to the Bank prior to the occurrence of the Insured
Event will not be considered for the purpose of this Policy and shall be deemed as paid by the Insured.

41. Professional Sports means a sport, which would remunerate a player in excess of 50% of his or her annual income as a means of their
livelihood.

42. Public Authority means any governmental, quasi-governmental organization or any statutory body or duly authorized organization with the
power to enforce laws, exact obedience, and command, determine or judge.

43. Renewal means the terms on which the contract of insurance can be renewed on mutual consent with a provision of Grace Period for treating
the Renewal continuous for the purpose of gaining credit for pre-existing diseases, time-bound exclusions and for all waiting periods.

44. Schedule means that portion of the Policy which sets out Your personal details, the type of insurance cover in force, the period and the sum
insured. Any Annexure or Endorsement to the Schedule shall also be a part of the Schedule.

45. Scheduled Airline means any civilian aircraft operated by a civilian scheduled air carrier holding a certificate, license or similar authorization
for civilian scheduled air carrier transport issued by the country of the aircraft’s registry, and which in accordance therewith flies, maintains and
publishes tariffs for regular passenger service between named cities at regular and specified times, on regular or chartered flights operated by
such carrier and is flown by authorized licensed pilot.

46. Spouse means an Insured Person’s husband or wife who is recognized as such by the laws of the jurisdiction in which they reside.

47. Sum Insured means the amount stated in the Schedule against each relevant Section, which shall be Our maximum, total and cumulative
liability for any and all claim made under such Section during the Policy Period in respect of all Insureds.

48. Surgery or Surgical Procedure means manual and/or operative procedure(s) required for treatment of an lliness or injury, correction of
deformities and defects, diagnosis and cure of diseases, relief of suffering and prolongation of life, performed in a hospital or day care centre
by a Medical Practitioner.

49. Strike means a stoppage of work
a. announced, organized and sanctioned by a labor union or any other stoppage or work recognized as a strike or equivalent under

applicable law in the place of stoppage of work; and
b.  which interferes with the normal departure and arrival of a Common Carrier. The term “Strike” includes work slowdowns, lockouts and
sickouts.

50. Terrorism means activities against persons, organizations or property of any nature:

a. thatinvolve the following or preparation for the following:

(i) use or threat of force or violence; or

(i) commission or threat of a dangerous act; or

(iii) commission or threat of an act that interferes with or disrupts an electronic, communication, information or mechanical system; and

b.  when one or both of the following applies:

(i) the effect is to intimidate or coerce a government or the civilian population or any segment thereof, or to disrupt any segment of the
economy; or

(i) It appears that the intent is to intimidate or coerce a government, or to further political, ideological, religious, social or economic objectives
or to express (or express opposition to) a philosophy or ideology.

51. Unproven/Experimental Treatment means the treatment including drug experimental therapy which is not based on established medical
practice in India, is treatment experimental or unproven.

52. War means war, whether declared or not or any warlike activities, including use of the military force by any sovereign nations to achieve
economic, geographic, nationalistic, political racial religious or other ends.

53. We, Our or Us means Future Generali India Insurance Company Limited.

54. You or Your means the policyholder named in the Schedule who has concluded the Policy with Us.
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B. SCOPE OF COVER:

This Policy provides You Critical lliness cover, Personal Accident cover and Loss of Job cover. Critical lliness cover and Personal Accident are
mandatory covers. In event of claim becoming admissible and accepted by the Company under either Critical lliness or Personal Accident sections
the cover for the specific Insured Person, shall terminate under the Policy. Loss of Job is an optional benefit and insured is covered for 3 EMI of
his/her loan over and above the sum insured for Critical lliness and Personal Accident sections. The Policy Schedule will specify the sections which
are opted by the Insured.

1. SECTION I: CRITICAL ILLNESS

1.1.  Insured event

For the purpose of this Section and the determination of the Company’s liability under it, the Insured Event in relation to the Insured person, shall
mean any illness, medical event or surgical procedure as specifically defined below whose signs or symptoms first commence more than 90 days
after the commencement of Period of Insurance and shall only include:

The Insured Event under this Section | and the conditions applicable to the same are more particularly defined below:

a)

Cancer of Specified Severity

A malignant tumor characterized by the uncontrolled growth and spread of malignant cells with invasion and destruction of normal tissues. This
diagnosis must be supported by histological evidence of malignancy. The term cancer includes leukemia, lymphoma and sarcoma.

The following are excluded —

All tumors which are histologically described as carcinoma in situ, benign, pre-malignant, borderline malignant, low malignant potential,
neoplasm of unknown behavior, or non-invasive, including but not limited to: Carcinoma in situ of breasts, Cervical dysplasia CIN-1, CIN -2

and CIN-3.

Any non-melanoma skin carcinoma unless there is evidence of metastases to lymph nodes or beyond;

Malignant melanoma that has not caused invasion beyond the epidermis;
All tumors of the prostate unless histologically classified as having a Gleason score greater than 6 or having progressed to at least clinical

TNM classification T2NOMO

All Thyroid cancers histologically classified as TINOMO (TNM Classification) or below;

Chronic lymphocytic leukaemia less than RAI stage 3.

Non-invasive papillary cancer of the bladder histologically described as TaNOMO or of a lesser classification,
viii) All Gastro-Intestinal Stromal Tumors histologically classified as TINOMO (TNM Classification) or below and with mitotic count of less than or

equal to 5/50 HPFs;
All tumors in the presence of HIV infection.

Kidney Failure requiring regular dialysis

End stage renal disease presenting as chronic irreversible failure of both kidneys to function, as a result of which either regular renal dialysis
(hemodialysis or peritoneal dialysis) is instituted or renal transplantation is carried out. Diagnosis has to be confirmed by a specialist medical
practitioner.

Multiple Sclerosis with persisting symptoms

The unequivocal diagnosis of Definite Multiple Sclerosis confirmed and evidenced by all of the following:
Investigations including typical MRI findings which unequivocally confirm the diagnosis to be multiple sclerosis and.
There must be current clinical impairment of motor or sensory function, which must have persisted for a continuous period of at least 6 months.

Other causes of neurological damage such as SLE and HIV are excluded.

d)

Benign Brain Tumor
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Benign brain tumor is defined as a life threatening, non-cancerous tumor in the brain, cranial nerves or meninges within the skull. The presence of
the underlying tumor must be confirmed by imaging studies such as CT scan or MRI.

This brain tumor must result in at least one of the following and must be confirmed by the relevant medical specialist.
(i) Permanent Neurological deficit with persisting clinical symptoms for a continuous period of at least 90 consecutive days or
(i)  Undergone surgical resection or radiation therapy to treat the brain tumor.

The following conditions are excluded:

Cysts, Granulomas, malformations in the arteries or veins of the brain, hematomas, abscesses, pituitary tumors, tumors of skull bones and tumors
of the spinal cord.

e) Parkinson’s Disease
The unequivocal diagnosis of progressive, degenerative idiopathic Parkinson’s disease before age 60 years by a Neurologist acceptable to us.

The diagnosis must be supported by all of the following conditions:

(i) the disease cannot be controlled with medication;

(i) signs of progressive impairment; and

(iii) inability of the Insured Person to perform at least 3 of the 6 activities of daily living as listed below (either with or without the use of mechanical
equipment, special devices or other aids and adaptations in use for disabled persons) for a continuous period of at least 6 months

Activities of daily living:

(i)  Washing: the ability to wash in the bath or shower (including getting into and out of the shower) or wash satisfactorily by other means and
maintain an adequate level of cleanliness and personal hygiene;

(i) Dressing: the ability to put on, take off, secure and unfasten all garments and, as appropriate, any braces, artificial limbs or other surgical
appliances;

(iiiy Transferring: The ability to move from a lying position in a bed to a sitting position in an upright chair or wheel chair and vice versa;

(iv) Toileting: the ability to use the lavatory or otherwise manage bowel and bladder functions so as to maintain a satisfactory level of personal
hygiene;

(v) Feeding: the ability to feed oneself, food from a plate or bowl to the mouth once food has been prepared and made available.

(vi) Mobility: The ability to move indoors from room to room on level surfaces at the normal place of residence

Parkinson’s disease secondary to drug and/or alcohol abuse is excluded.

f) End Stage Liver Disease

Permanent and irreversible failure of liver function that has resulted in all three of the following:
(i) Permanent jaundice; and

(ii) Ascites; and

(iii) Hepatic Encephalopathy.

Liver failure secondary to drug or alcohol abuse is excluded.

g) Alzheimer's Disease

Alzheimer's disease is a progressive degenerative lliness of the brain, characterized by diffuse atrophy throughout the cerebral cortex with
distinctive histopathological changes. Deterioration or loss of intellectual capacity, as confirmed by clinical evaluation and imaging tests, arising from
Alzheimer’s disease, resulting in progressive significant reduction in mental and social functioning, requiring the continuous supervision of the
Insured Person. The diagnosis of the disease must be before age 60 years, must be supported by the clinical confirmation of a Neurologist,
evidenced by typical findings in cognitive and neuroradiological tests (e.g. CT Scan, MRI, PET of the brain) and supported by Our appointed
Medical Practitioner.

The following conditions are however not covered:

(i) non-organic diseases such as neurosis and psychiatric llinesses;
(i) alcohol related brain damage; and

(iii) any other type of irreversible organic disorder/dementia.

h) Major Organ / Bone Marrow Transplant

The actual undergoing of a transplant of:

(i)  One of the following human organs: heart, lung, liver, kidney, pancreas, that resulted from irreversible end-stage failure of the relevant organ,
or

(i)  Human bone marrow using hematopoietic stem cells. The undergoing of a transplant has to be confirmed by a specialist medical practitioner.

The following are excluded:
(i)  Other stem-cell transplants
(i)  Where only islets of langerhans are transplanted

i) Open Heart Replacement or Repair of Heart Valves

The actual undergoing of open-heart valve surgery is to replace or repair one or more heart valves, as a consequence of defects in, abnormalities
of, or disease affected cardiac valve(s). The diagnosis of the valve abnormality must be supported by an echocardiography and the realization of
surgery has to be confirmed by a specialist medical practitioner. Catheter based techniques including but not limited to, balloon
valvotomy/valvuloplasty are excluded.

i) Open Chest CABG (Coronary Artery Bypass Graft)

The actual undergoing of heart surgery to correct blockage or narrowing in one or more coronary artery(s), by coronary artery bypass grafting
(CABG) done via a sternotomy (cutting through the breast bone) or minimally invasive keyhole coronary artery bypass procedures. The diagnosis
must be supported by a coronary angiography and the realization of surgery has to be confirmed by a cardiologist.

The following are excluded:
(i)  Angioplasty and/or any other intra-arterial procedures;

k) Surgery of Aorta
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The actual undergoing of major Surgery to repair or correct aneurysm, narrowing, obstruction or dissection of the Aorta through surgical opening of
the chest or abdomen. For the purpose of this cover the definition of “Aorta” shall mean the thoracic and abdominal aorta but not its branches.

The following conditions are excluded:
(i)  Surgery performed using only minimally invasive or intra-arterial techniques.
(ii)  Angioplasty and all other intra-arterial, catheter based techniques, "keyhole" or laser procedures.

The diagnosis to be evidenced by any two of the following:
a) Computerized tomography (CT) scan

b) Magnetic Resonance Imaging (MRI) scan

c) Echocardiography (an ultrasound of the heart)
d)  Angiography (Injecting X ray dye)

e) Abdominal ultrasound

1) Stroke resulting in Permanent Symptoms

Any cerebrovascular incident producing permanent neurological sequelae. This includes infarction of brain tissue, thrombosis in an intracranial
vessel, haemorrhage and embolisation from an extra cranial source. Diagnosis has to be confirmed by a specialist medical practitioner and
evidenced by typical clinical symptoms as well as typical findings in CT Scan or MRI of the brain. Evidence of permanent neurological deficit lasting
for at least 3 months has to be produced.

The following are excluded:

(i) Transient Ischemic Attacks (TIA)

(i) Traumatic injury of the brain

(iii) Vascular disease affecting only the eye or optic nerve or vestibular functions.

m) Permanent Paralysis of Limbs
Total and irreversible loss of use of two or more limbs as a result of injury or disease of the brain or spinal cord. A specialist medical practitioner
must be of the opinion that the paralysis will be permanent with no hope of recovery and must be present for more than 3 months.

n) Myocardial Infarction (First Heart Attack of Specified Severity)
The first occurrence of heart attack or myocardial infarction, which means the death of a portion of the heart muscle as a result of inadequate blood
supply to the relevant area. The diagnosis for Myocardial Infarction should be evidenced by all of the following criteria:

(i) A history of typical clinical symptoms consistent with the diagnosis of Acute Myocardial Infarction (for e.g. typical chest pain).
(i) New characteristic electrocardiogram changes
(iii) Elevation of infarction specific enzymes, Troponins or other specific biochemical markers.

The following are excluded:

(i)  Other acute Coronary Syndromes

(ii) Any type of Angina Pectoris

(iii) A rise in cardiac biomarkers or Troponin T or | in absence of overt ischemic heart disease OR following an intra-arterial cardiac procedure

0) Coma of Specified Severity

A state of unconsciousness with no reaction or response to external stimuli or internal needs. This diagnosis must be supported by evidence of all
of the following:

(1) No response to external stimuli continuously for at least 96 hours;

(ii) Life support measures are necessary to sustain life; and

(iii) Permanent neurological deficit which must be assessed at least 30 days after the onset of the coma.

The condition has to be confirmed by a specialist medical practitioner. Coma resulting directly from alcohol or drug abuse is excluded.

p) Major Burns
There must be third-degree burns with scarring that cover at least 20% of the body’s surface area. The diagnosis must confirm the total area
involved using standardized, clinically accepted, body surface area charts covering 20% of the body surface area.

qQ) Deafness

Total and irreversible loss of hearing in both ears as a result of illness or accident. This diagnosis must be supported by pure tone audiogram test
and certified by an Ear, Nose, Throat (ENT) specialist. “Total Loss” means “the loss of hearing to the extent that the loss is greater than 90 decibels
across all frequencies of hearing” in both ears.

r) Loss of Speech
Total and irrecoverable loss of the ability to speak as a result of injury or disease to the vocal cords. The inability to speak must be established for a
continuous period of 12 months. This diagnosis must be supported by medical evidence furnished by an Ear, Nose, Throat (ENT) specialist

All psychiatric related causes are excluded.

1.2.  Benefit Payable Under Section |
The Company hereby agrees, subject to the terms, conditions, General Exclusions, Exclusions specific to this section, as stated in this Policy, to
pay the Sum Insured in relation to the Insured person as stated in the Policy Schedule, on the occurrence of an Insured Event.

1.3.  Specific Conditions applicable to Section |

The cover under this Policy, for the specific Insured Person, shall terminate in the event of claim, in respect of such insured, is becoming admissible
and accepted by the Company under this Section. No other benefit shall be payable under Section 1 — Critical lliness or Section 2 — Personal
Accident.

2. SECTION II: PERSONAL ACCIDENT

2.1. Insured event

The cover under this Policy, for the specific Insured Person, shall terminate in the event of claim in respect of such insured, is becoming admissible
and accepted by the Company under this Section. No other benefit shall be payable under Section 1 — Critical lliness or Section 2 — Personal
Accident.

3. SECTION lll: LOSS OF JOB (Optional Cover)

3.1. Insured event
For the purposes of this Section and the determination of the Company’s liability under it, Insured Event in relation to any Insured Person, shall
mean —

1. Termination from employment or
2. Lay off or
3. Retrenchment or
4. Permanent Dismissal
Imposed on him/ her during the policy period due to any of the following:
a) First time diagnosis of any of the covered critical lliness for which a claim is admissible and payable under Section 1 — Critical lliness, during
the policy period, or
b) Permanent Total Disability occurring due to an accident during the policy period for which a claim is admissible and payable under Section 2
- Personal Accident.

3.2. Benefit Payable Under Section Il

The Company hereby agrees, subject to the terms, conditions, General Exclusions, Exclusions specific to this section, as stated in this Policy, to
pay, on occurrence of the Insured Event as stated above under this Section, in relation to the Insured Person, maximum of three (3) EMI Amount(s)
falling due in respect of the Loan (Loan account number as stated in Policy Schedule of this Policy) after the commencement of the Insured Event,
subject to a maximum of Sum Insured as stated in Policy Schedule. The amount payable is 3 months pro-rata proportion of total loan amount.

Loss of Job cover will be payable once in a policy period. The benefit will be restored at the time of renewal.

e) In the event the Sum Insured as appearing against Section 1 (Critical lliness) & Section 2 (Personal Accident) of the Policy is less than the
total of the actual Loan disbursed upto the date of the occurrence of the Insured Event, then the EMI payable shall be in the same proportion
as the actual Loan disbursed to the Sum Insured.

f) The payout for Loss of Job benefit is as fixed at the outset and shall not be affected by any midterm change in EMl/interest rates, irrespective
of whether You/ Insured person has opted for Fixed Sum Insured or Reducing Sum Insured.

Conditions precedent to the contract

Age Limit (Entry age)

Incontestability and Duty of Disclosure

The Policy shall be null and void and no benefit shall be payable in the event of untrue or incorrect statements, misrepresentation, mis-
description or on non-disclosure in any material particular in the Proposal form, personal statement, declaration and connected documents, or
any material information having been withheld, or a claim being fraudulent or any fraudulent means or devices being used by the Insured or
any one acting on his behalf to obtain any benefit under this Policy

Conditions applicable during the contract

Records to be maintained

The Insured shall keep an accurate record containing all relevant particulars and shall allow the Company to inspect such record. The Insured
shall within one month after the expiry of each period of insurance furnish such information as the Company may require.

Observance of terms and conditions
The due observance and fulfillment of the terms, conditions and endorsements of this Policy in so far as they relate to anything to be done or
complied with by the Insured, shall be a Condition Precedent to any of Our liability to make any payment under this Policy.

Special Provisions
Any special provisions subject to which this Policy has been entered into and endorsed in the Policy or in any separate instrument shall be
deemed to be part of this Policy and shall have effect accordingly.

Electronic Transactions

The Insured agrees to adhere to and comply with all such terms and conditions as the Company may prescribe from time to time, and hereby
agrees and confirms that all transactions effected by or through facilities for conducting remote transactions including the internet, world wide
web, electronic data interchange, call centers, tele service operations (whether voice, video, data or combination thereof) or by means of
electronic, computer, automated machines network or through other means of telecommunication, established by or on behalf of the
Company, for and in respect of the Policy or its terms, or the Company's other products and services, shall constitute legally binding and valid
transactions when done in adherence to and in compliance with the Company's terms and conditions for such facilities, as may be prescribed
from time to time.

Insured’s Information

In case of delay in the payment of claim, We shall be liable to pay interest from the date of receipt of last necessary document to the date of
payment of claim at a rate 2% above the bank rate.

5. Notice of charge
