APPLICATION OF LIMITS OF INDEMNITY

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GENERAL EXCEPTIONS

1.

The Company shall not be liable in respect of any claim arising whilst the vehicle insured herein
(a) beingused otherwise thanin accordance with the ‘Limitations asto Use’ or

(b) being driven by or is for the purpose of being driven by him/her in the charge of any person other than a Driver as stated in the Driver’s
Clause.

The Company shall notbe liable in respect of any claim arising out of any contractual liability.

Except so far as is necessary to meet the requirements of the Motor Vehicles Act, the Company shall not be liable in respect of death
arising out of and in the course of employment of a person in the employment of the insured or in the employment of any person who is
indemnified under this policy or bodily injury sustained by such person arising out of and in the course of such employment.

Except so far as is necessary to meet the requirements of the Motor Vehicles Act, the Company shall not be liable in respect of death or
bodily injury to any person (other than a passenger carried by reason of or in pursuance of a contract of employment ) being carried in or
upon or entering or mounting or alighting from the Motor Vehicle at the time of the occurrence of the event out of which any claim arises.

CONDITIONS

This Policy and the Schedule shall be read together and any word or expression to which a specific meaning has been attached in any part of
this policy or of the Schedule shall bear the same meaning wherever it may appear.

Notice shall be given in writing to the Company immediately upon the occurrence of any accident and in the event of any claim. Every
letter claim writ summons and/or process shall be forwarded to the Company immediately on receipt by the insured. Notice shall also be
given in writing to the Company immediately the insured shall have knowledge of any impending Prosecution Inquest or Fatal Inquiry in
respect of any accident which may give rise to a claim under this Policy.

No admission, offer, promise, payment, or indemnity shall be made or given by or on behalf of the insured without the written consent of
the Company which shall be entitled if it so desires to take over and conduct in the name of the insured the defence or settlement of any
claim or to prosecute in the name of the insured for its own benefit any claim for indemnity or otherwise and shall have full discretion in
the conduct of any proceedings or in the settlement of any claim and the insured shall give all such information and assistance as the
Company may require.
